The IMBOB and IMBOW boundary condenser microphones provide a premium solution for ambient sound 
recording and sound reinforcement. These Omni condenser microphones are tailored specifically for distance 
micing. The frequency response has been tuned to reduce plosive and overly sibilant sounds. Each model is 
supplied with a rubber isolation pad on the base of each mic to keep mechanical noise and rumble to a minimum.

These quality condenser microphones are highly recommended for ambient recordings, teleconference, 
boardroom meetings, and many other applications requiring a surface boundary microphone solution.

2.	 Keep these instructions.

5.	 Do not use this apparatus near water.

6.	 Clean only with dry cloth.

7.	 Do not block any ventilation openings. Install in accordance  
with the manufacturer’s instructions.

8.	 Do not install near any heat sources such as radiators, heat 
registers, stoves, or other apparatus (including amplifiers)  
that produce heat.
